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LOANED EQUIPMENT USE
OBJECTIVE:

To facilitate an efficient and resident responsive management of equipment.
POLICY:
· To effectively manage an inventory of used and resident owned/rented equipment/resident owned/rented equipment.

· To make appropriate equipment available to residents on a short-term basis.
PROCEDURE:

The Adjuvant will manage, monitor, and track the inventory of all resident mobility aides and equipment in the Home.  This inventory includes all resident owned equipment as well as donated and loaned equipment managed by the Home.

The Leamington Mennonite Home encourages all residents and resident 

families to purchase the equipment required by the resident for his/her safety and mobility.  The need for such equipment is identified by the Adjuvant and Occupational and Physiotherapist through an Assessment process.  The Adjuvant will assist the resident and resident family in the procurement of any recommended equipment, ensuring that the Assisted Devices Program other appropriate financial subsidies are effectively utilized.  Every effort will be made by the Adjuvant to assist the resident and resident family in the assessment/procurement process.

The Leamington Mennonite Home endeavours to provide donated or loaned equipment to its resident(s), as available, in the following cases:

· For interim resident use during changes in a resident’s health status and/or during the delivery process of new personal equipment.

· For resident appointments and outings

· If families are unable, or refuse, to purchase the required equipment due to financial or other reasons

· For residents with special palliative care needs.
Note: Loaned or donated equipment provided by the Home may not respond to all of the identified mobility needs of a resident.

All loaned and donated equipment provided by the Home to the residents is assigned according to the availability of such equipment.  Home Inventory may include, but is not limited to:
· 4 wheeled walkers

· Regular walkers

· Canes

· Wheelchairs

· Gerichairs

· Wheelchair and mobility accessories
The changes in resident health status and needs within the Home may result in a reassignment of loaned and donated equipment within the Home at any time.
