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COGNITIVE AND INTELLECTUAL PROGRAMMING FOR RESIDENTS
POLICY:
· To provide residents with the opportunity to pursue social, cultural, religious, and other interests.
· To empower residents to pursue individual interests, hobbies, and socialization.
PROCEDURE:
· Each resident’s physical environment and care programming shall promote their orientation to time, place, person, and event by individual verbal notification, bilingually in German and English, daily morning placemats, monthly calendars, newsletters, and Resident Council meetings. 

· Each resident shall have opportunities and assistance to participate in programs which are appropriate to their cognitive status, stimulating and responsive to interests and preferences, both within the Home and in the community.

· Opportunities shall be provided for each resident to access resources such as newspapers, books, radios and television, large print material and audio tapes on each floor in the lounge.

· Information and assistance shall be provided to assist each resident to participate in learning opportunities of their choice, both within the facility and out in the community, while being culturally sensitive and responsive to their needs.
